OmniViz has a Query tool that was not shown in the webinar. Like Gist, it
can be limited to specific fields.

After performing a query for your IPC class of interest, you could either
make a group (a user-defined set) with the resulting records and focus in
on specific terms OR you could create a subset view with the query
results and work in that subset view.

See the following slides for specific steps.

By the way, you could also use the Advanced Query in Patent Harvester
to download using an IPC classification. Use the structure:

ICL/A63H019/00 (or ICL/A63H$ for a higher level classification)
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Using Text Query

1. Enter the IPC class that
you want to find.

2. Highlight “Intl Class” in the
Column Sets box.

3. Click either the Select
Records or Group Records
button at the bottom of the
window.

4. The number of records
found will be listed in the
Query History.
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After a query, you can
examine the resulting
records in Gist and
Record Viewer.
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A new group is
automatically named
according to its query
term.

With multiple groups highlighted, you can
find the intersection of records between
them.



Analysing Patents with OmniViz

With query results selected, choose Create
Subset View from the OmniViz Desktop
main menu.

Then click OK in the Subset window.

For CoMet (or any other visualization with a color ramp), double click on
the color bar then choose a new ramp or edit values as desired.
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Question 3 .

OmniViz provides format files for several different patent providers. We
also have a number of formats for other providers and can provide them
on request. If your provider is not listed, you can create a format file using
the Format Editor. See the OmniViz Help system for guidance on using
Format Editor.

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After your files have been imported, this window will appear.
Highlight the files and click the Change Source Format
button to access the window shown below.

Choose the Delimited Text option under
Structured Text and then highlight the
appropriate format file.
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Question 4 .

Answer .
Yes, you can. There are a few steps that you’ll need to take.

See the next slides for more details.
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First, construct a synonym file.

Each synonym definition should be
on its own line, with tabs between
each equivalent term.

Note that a definition can be a
single entry consisting of a multi-
word term, like “Addis Ababa”.

The first word in the definition is
called the headword—it will be
displayed in tools like Gist and
CoMet.

Save your file to the
OmniViz/synonyms directory.
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When you are editing or creating your
view, click the Advanced button in the
View Editor.

Then click the Edit button for Vocabulary
in the Process Settings window.

And finally, click the Choose Thesauri
button in the Vocabulary Settings
window.
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In the Use Selected Thesauri window, Ctrl-select your synonym list to use it as well as the default synonym
files. Then click Use Selected Thesauri and begin processing.
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Question 5 .

Answer .

Use any method to select records (query results, selection in Galaxy or
CoMet, etc.), then choose Create Subset View from the OmniViz Desktop
File menu. Your subset view will be created using all the same settings
as the originating view.
